1.4 The community regularly monitors the impact of cultural heritage linked to wildlife and takes
action to strengthen that impact based on the latest evidence.

The Mackay Whitsunday Issac Traditional Owner Reference Group (TORG) Strategic Plan outlines
Traditional Owner’s goals to make the region a leader in proactive cultural heritage and
environmental management while also making management of Country a viable career path for
Indigenous peoples and utilising their skills and abilities to mentor and provide leadership to their
people.

The plan outlines multiple aims and objectives, including promoting best practice cultural heritage
management through research, monitoring, and adaptive management. The TORG will provide
cultural heritage advice, cultural heritage monitoring, cultural heritage and conservation
management plans, and surveys and will train future employees to deliver appropriate services to a
range of industries and businesses.

The TORG has begun on Country management of sites, and this has allowed them to effectively
identify and assess threats to cultural sites and to develop priority actions to be included in cultural
heritage and environmental management plans (CHEMPs). Pending discussions with partners,
CHEMPs will focus on implementing controls and monitoring and evaluation to continue to build and
enhance Traditional Owner skillsets while facilitating positive outcomes for cultural site
management across the region.

National Trust Queensland also has a Cultural Heritage program that celebrates First Nations
cultures. They have a long-standing commitment to Australia’s Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
community, peoples, cultures, and histories and are committed to building relationships and
creating new opportunities. They completed a Reconciliation Action Plan (RAP) in 2018 and have
recently released a second RAP to further enhance efforts and drive positive change, promoting
understanding, respect, and collaboration.
